High Power Trivia 
 

Never Count an Old Guy Outé 
George Farr and the 1921 Wimbledon Cup Match 
 

Early in 1921, Springfield Armory announced that many of their "National Match," model 1903 
Springfields would be available for loan to civilian competitors at the National Matches held that year 
at Camp Perry, Ohio. If the competitor wished, he could purchase the rifle at the conclusion of the 
matches for the fairly expensive sum of $41.55. 
 
George Farr, from the state of Washington, traveled east to the National Matches that summer and 
checked out a rifle from the armory, along with a supply of ammunition. He spent a few days shoot-
ing it in the shorter-ranged matches before reporting to the 1,000 yard-line for the Wimbledon Cup 
Match. 
 
In those days, there was no X-ring to settle a tie. Instead, the tied competitors had a shoot-off that 
lasted until someone dropped a shot out of the black. George Farr sent twenty rounds into the black 
for a perfect score, which put him in a tie with a Marine team shooter. George and the marine kept 
shooting for another hour and eighteen minutes before George sent a round out of the black, an in-
credible 71 bulls-eyes in a row! 
 
At the end of the match, George didn't have the money to buy the rifle, so the different civilian teams 
chipped in to buy it and a case of ammunition for him. The following year, the Farr Trophy was 
named in his honor. 
 
One might ask why the trophy is named for George Farr and not the Marine. 
 
Well, George shot those 71 bulls-eyes with the military-issue iron sights. The Marine was using a 
scope-sighted match rifle. Perhaps the biggest reason though, was that George was 62 years old at 
the time!

My archery workday gave me the opportunity to meet several outstanding bow shooters and to practice a little with my 
old bow. Archery has a trail that twists and turns through the woods to three dimensional targets in realistic settings.
