The Designated Marksman on today's battlefield é  
 

The US Army's designated marksman is a soldier that has had additional training in firing at greater 
distances than the standard 300-meter qualification course.  On the battlefield, the soldier utilizes a 
standard-issue M16A4 rifle or M4 carbine equipped with an optical sight such as the Trijicon ACOG 
to engage threats at close ranges that require precision fire, such as through windows, or at dis-
tances that exceed 400 meters, where the use of iron sights becomes too difficult for the average 
soldier. The designated marksman is not a sniper. His job is to direct quick, accurate fire from 0 to as 
much as 800 meters, removing or causing any threats to flee. 
At the beginning of the conflicts in Afghanistan and Iraq, the Army was confronted with a shortage of 
resources for its designated marksmen, arming them with a combination of M16 rifles, M4 carbines, 
and even M14 rifles that had been in storage for many years. In that early period, training was con-
ducted using iron sights only until enough optical sights could be procured, which proved that optics 
were not a necessity to engage targets at 500 meters. Despite that initial lack of resources, the des-
ignated marksmen proved their worth and today our soldiers are among the best equipped and 
trained in the world. 
 

éand at the Oklahoma City Gun Club? 
 

The High Power range would be suitable for a designated marksman-type match if there is sufficient 
interest.  In keeping with the designated marksman concept, rifles would be limited to AR-15/M16 
type or M1A/M14 type. Red dot sights such as the Aimpoint or holographic sights such as the Eo-
tech, either of them with or without a magnifier, or the Trijicon ACOG would be the only optics al-
lowed. Iron sights would of course be allowed. 
A match would consist of five to ten shots each at the 200 through the 600 yard-lines at a standard 
silhouette target. In keeping with the designated marksmen concept , no shooting mats, coats, or 
bipods would be allowed. Shooting times would be held to one minute at each yard line to introduce 
stress and interject a bit of realism.
